Featured Speaker

Wake Up, Libertarians!. Judge John Buttrick will discuss the present state of the national LP,
and the future, if any, of the national LP. Judge Buttrick is a Superior Court of Arizona justice,
and is the highest-ranking Libertarian officeholder in the country. He was appointed to the
highest court in Arizona in 2001 over 40 Democrats and Republicans, and in the 2004 and 2008
elections retained by the voters with 74% and 75% margins, respectively. He received more
“yes” retention votes in Maricopa County than the number of votes LP Presidential candidate
Bob Barr received nationwide. Judge Buttrick is a graduate of Harvard Law School, has served
three times on the national LP Platform Committee, and has served two terms as an at-large
representative on the Libertarian National Committee.
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
